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BY LAWS OF
ROCKY BAYOU OWNERS' ASSOCIATION, INC.
ARTICLE I
NAME

The name of the association is ROCKY BAYOU OWNERS’' ASSOCIATION, INC,,
hereinafter referred to in this document as the “Association.” The principal office of the
corporation shall be located in the Rocky Bayou Country Club Estates with a mailing
address at Niceville, County of Okaloosa, State of Florida. Meetings of members and
directors may be held at such places within the State of Florida, County of Okaloosa, as
may be designated by the Board of Directors. The Association is a non-profit
corporation.

ARTICLE 11
DEFINITIONS

Section 1. Association shall mean and refer to the ROCKY BAYOU OWNERS’
ASSQCIATION, INC., its successors and assigns.

Section 2. Properties shall mean and refer to those lots of record in subdivisions
known as Rocky Bayou Country Club Estates, Unit No. 1, Unit No. 2, Unit No. 3, Les
Chateau and future recorded subdivisions or developments which are contiguous to
Rocky Bayou Country Club as designated for inclusion by Ruckel Properties, Inc.

Section 3. Common Areas are lakes, parks, and golf cart paths which belong to the
Association.

Section 4. Lot shall mean and refer to any plat of land shown upon any appropriate
recorded plat of the subdivision described in Article II, Section 2.

Section 5. Owner shall mean and refer to the record owner, whether one or more
persons or entities, of the fee simple title to any lot which is a party of the Properties,
but excludes those having such interest merely as security for the performance of an
obligation.

Section 6. Declarant shall mean and refer to Ruckel Properties, Inc. Upon the date
beginning the operation of this Association and the election of the first officers and
Board of Directors of the Associations, all duties and responsibilities of the Declarant
regarding the affairs for maintaining the character and long range value, etc. of the
Association is transferred to the Association.
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
